3.3 Configuring Devices for Win XP/Vistal/7

PCle-1672 and PCle-1672 offer the Gigabit Ethernet connectivity via Intel® i350 GbE
controller. When connecting to a high-speed PoE device, such as a GigE camera,
you can adjust some driver settings to have better transmission throughput and con-
nection stability.
